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POTENTIAL PROFILE OF A GROOMER
Over 25 years of age, male or female

Rarely Dates…If married enjoys “special” relationship with spouse
Excessive interest in children, and how to assist them in overcoming their “struggles”
 “Younger” friends and associates that see him/her as “reliable and dependable” figure
Has unique access to children

Will be the most content and dangerous when he/she is seen as a “savior”
Participates in activities with children where additional adults are not present
Two Types of Sexually Abusive Offender: Situational and Preferential
Common Characteristics: 
              No one characteristic defines a predator, but a combination of 4 or more demands attention
1. Engaging in repeated acts of physical contact with young children or adolescents, tickling, roughhousing, etc…. If child is uncomfortable they will not say so if trusted adult approves.
2. Having physical contact with individuals against their will excites them

3. Inflicting pain or humiliation on others reflects their non-empathetic nature 
4. Participating in or watching acts of physical aggression or violence against children repeatedly
5. Taking zero precautions when undressing in public areas. They enjoy being seen

6. Secretly watching others (multiple forms makes this more difficult to spot)

7. Large collection of child pornographic images and video accessible in any form. 
8. Cognitive distortions when describing criminal acts---(Rape: she asked for it….)
9. Interpersonal, and intimacy deficits—Relationship issues and/or multiple marriages
10. Poor coping or self-management skills. Historical 
11. Extremely devious and calculating as evident with high level of technology skills
12. History of maltreatment from their youth

13. Pre-occupied with sexual matters or activities

14. Self -Regulation problems: Employment problems, impulsivity and substance abuse

15. Extremely well liked and most often defended

16. Will prey on those “in need” to embed themselves into a life or lives as “irreplaceable”

  POSSIBLE PROFILE OF A SEXUALLY ABUSED VICTIM:

No one thing, save an STD and/or pregnancy is a clear indicator of a sexually abused victim, and all individual characteristics described below can also be evidence of different forms of psychological trauma
1. Chronic low self-esteem: either constant or immediate change and then constant
2. Historical under achiever

3. Healthy need for attention is not being provided by primary care givers
4. Younger children touch their genitalia constantly, older children less but observable

5. Immediate negative slide in social standing, grades, participation, behavior

6. Nightmares/inability to sleep resulting in constant fatigue.

7. Extreme fear of dark or “monsters”

8. Loss of appetite or trouble eating/swallowing

9. Sudden mood swings with no justifiable event
10. Unexplainable anxiety of a certain person or place

11. Frequent complaints of stomach issues with no visible signs/high level of nurse visits
12. Refuse to talk about a “secret” he or she has with an older child/adult

13. Talk about a new “older” friend

14. Adolescent who suddenly has money, new clothes, or especially body “enhancements”
15. Cut/burn or harm themselves on a regular basis
16. Wearing many layers of clothing regardless of temperature

17. Excessive crying without being able to explain the reason
18. Male/female adolescents who are abused by other males/females CAN NOT admit the abuse due to the inability to explain their own sexuality

19. Sexual abuse act of a same/younger age child or children

20.   PTSD symptoms are common among adolescents 
Important to note, and this comes from author Gavin DeBecker in his book, “Protecting the Gift”, “The first footprint on a child’s road to becoming a victim of a sexual predator is just the mere fact of a child’s vulnerability. An unhappy child not getting comfort or support at home will always look for it somewhere else”
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
